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A BEASTLY AFFAIR.

MELBOURNE CONVENTION 2001-2002

At the Nambour class on alternate Sundays we are studying the book of Revelation which we commenced on September 1992. We are now up to middle of chapter 19, from chapter 13 and on, the beast is a very prominent feature of the narrative; hence our topic for today. 

This is a very large and comprehensive subject. In a short address we cannot present an in debth study, but just an overview and picking out  some of the more important features for closer consideration. The book of Revelation is a symbolic book. We note that among outside commentators and our Brethren who have also written commentaries on this book there is quite some difference of thought on certain portions of  it; therefore we would not take a dogmatic  stand, so please accept the views presented  as thoughts or suggestions for your further consideration.

We are not commencing with Revelation but we are starting with the book of Daniel. This gives us a lead in to  our study and helps us to understand the  symbolism of a beast. In chapter 7 we have Daniel’s vision of the four beasts in verses 1-7. For the sake  of  time we are  just going to read verse 7 which gives us the detail of the fourth beast


“After this I saw in the night visions, and behold a fourth beast, dreadful and terrible,

and strong exceedingly; and it had great iron teeth: it devoured and brake in

pieces, and stamped the residue with the feet of it: and it was diverse from all the beasts that were before it; and it had ten horns.”

In verses  17 and 18 Daniel is  giving the interpretation of the vision,


“These great beasts, which are four, are four kings, which shall arise out of the earth. 


But the saints of the most High shall take the kingdom, and possess the kingdom for      ever, even for ever and ever.”
Four kings means four kingdoms, this is clear by verse 23,  we will read verses 23 and  24

“Thus he said, The fourth beast shall be the fourth kingdom upon earth, which shall be diverse from all kingdoms, and shall devour the whole earth, and shall tread it down, and break it in pieces. 


And the ten horns out of this kingdom are ten kings that shall arise: and another shall rise after them; and he shall be diverse from the first, and he shall subdue three kings.” 
Here the fourth beast is described as the fourth kingdom upon the earth. We understand these four kingdoms to be Babylon, Medo-Persia, Greece and Rome.

We see that a beast represents a government or a kingdom,  not just the government over one country but a universal government, a world government. The fourth beast would not picture the ecclesiastical part of the Roman empire that is pictured by the woman riding the beast of Revelation, when a man rides a horse he is the one that controls it, it obeys his commands, just as the Church controlled the civil authorities which the beast represents, some have suggested the civil part of the Papacy, both thoughts could be correct.  How appropriate it is that they should be described as beast,  if we look back over the pages of history we see a very sorry picture, one of wars, hatred and bitterness towards each other and conditions have not changed. We have had WW1 and WW2, since then  continuous fighting in many hotspots around the world. It has indeed been a beastly affair. Of course  we know from the Scriptures that it is not going to be better  until Christ’s Kingdom takes over, until then these conditions will continue to deteriorate, until this system is finally destroyed in Armageddon. In Daniel chapter 2 we have the counterpart of Daniel chapter 7.  Here again we have the four kingdoms portrayed, this time not as beasts  but something much more noble, a great statue. We note that it was Daniel, a man of GOD who was given the vision of the four beasts. This represents the way GOD views the kingdoms of this world, whereas the vision of  the statue  was given to Nebuchadnezzar, this is the way he would view them, the way man would view them.  We are not going to read the whole account, just Daniel’s interpretation  of the dream to  king Nebuchadnezzar found in Daniel  2:36-45,


“This is the dream; and we will tell the interpretation thereof before the king. 


Thou, O king, art a king of kings: for the God of heaven hath given thee a kingdom, power, and strength, and glory. 


And wheresoever the children of men dwell, the beasts of the field and the fowls of the heaven hath he given into thine hand, and hath made thee ruler over them all. Thou art this head of gold. 


And after thee shall arise another kingdom inferior to thee, and another third kingdom of brass, which shall bear rule over all the earth. 


And the fourth kingdom shall be strong as iron: forasmuch as iron breaketh in pieces and subdueth all things: and as iron that breaketh all these, shall it break in pieces and bruise. 


And whereas thou sawest the feet and toes, part of potters' clay, and part of iron, the kingdom shall be divided; but there shall be in it of the strength of the iron, forasmuch as thou sawest the iron mixed with miry clay. 


And as the toes of the feet were part of iron, and part of clay, so the kingdom shall be be partly strong, and partly broken. 


And whereas thou sawest iron mixed with miry clay, they shall mingle themselves with the seed of men: but they shall not cleave one to another, even as iron is not mixed with clay. 

                 
And in the days of these kings shall the God of heaven set up a   kingdom,

     which shall never be destroyed: and the kingdom shall not be left to other people,    but it    shall break in pieces and consume all these kingdoms, and it shall stand for  ever..

Forasmuch as thou sawest that the stone was cut out of the mountain without hands, and that it brake in pieces the iron, the brass, the clay, the silver, and the gold; the great God hath made known to the king what shall come to pass hereafter: and the dream is certain, and the interpretation thereof sure.”        The third Kingdom should read copper not brass.

Man thinks that he is greatly improving, becoming more civilised as time goes by, but that is not the way GOD views it, HE views it just the opposite, a gradual deterioration pictured by the change from gold to silver to copper to iron, then ending up with iron mixed with miry clay. The portion of the image that is of interest to us in our day is the 10 toes   of iron mixed with miry clay. These are equivalent to the 10 horns of the fourth beast of Daniel  and of course of the 10 horns of the  Revelation beast.

That brings us to the question: “ is this part of the vision past or future?”  We suggest, mainly future with a loose  partial fulfilment in the days of the old Roman empire. Some have said that there were 10 nations combined in this empire. Historians tell us that this is not so, they say that there was no fixed number,  it varied from time to time from 9 to  13. We are not told what the ten toes represent, but we are told what the 10 horns picture. As we saw in Daniel 7:24 they represent 10 kings, there can be no doubt that the 10 toes convey exactly the same picture, 10 kings. In Revelation chapter 17 the angel gives the explanation of the scarlet  beast, which the  harlot woman is riding, reading verses 12-14  


“And the ten horns which thou sawest are ten kings, which have received no kingdom as yet; but receive power as kings one hour with the beast. 


These have one mind, and shall give their power and strength unto the beast. 

These shall make war with the Lamb, and the Lamb shall overcome them: for he is Lord of lords, and King of kings: and they that are with him are called, and chosen, and faithful.)”
Let us now contrast these verses with Revelation 13:7, we see by the context that this verse is speaking of the  beast, the verse reads,

“And it was given unto him to make war with the saints, and to overcome them: and power was given him over all kindreds, and tongues, and nations”.

This verse would have had a past fulfilment  in papacy’s heydays, but we understand that there is also a future and final fulfilment of this verse with the rise to power again of the false church system. We know there is a division of opinion among the brethren as to whether this will take place or not. In recent times there has been a much greater interest in this subject and we would expect it to be so as we get nearer to the time. No doubt GOD would activate the minds of the brethren along these lines, as the time draws near. Several addresses  have been given recently by our brethren in the USA, suggesting that this rise to power again would take place for a short time before the false church is finally destroyed.

Going back to verse  Rev. 13:7 again we want  to  contrast  it  with the  verses  we  looked  at before  in 

Revelation 17:12-14, in Revelation 13:7 the beast makes war with the saints and overcomes them whereas in chapter 17:14 the lamb overcomes the beast and the saints are with their Lord at that time, as  the verse says: “they that are  with  Him  are called chosen and  faithful”. These are not just called, they are also the chosen and faithful ones, as the scripture says;” be thou faithful unto death and  I  will give thee a crown of life”. None can be judged faithful in the full sense of the word until they have proved their faithfulness until death. These  could now have passed beyond  the veil and be in glory with their Lord. This verse is telling us what these 10 kings are going to do in the  future, these shall make war with the Lamb, note shall,  future tense. The account  picturing the actual event taking place is recorded in Revelation chapter 19:11-16 


“And I saw heaven opened, and behold a white horse; and he that sat upon him was called Faithful and True, and in righteousness he doth judge and make war. 


His eyes were as a flame of fire, and on his head were many crowns; and he had a name written, that no man knew, but he himself. 


And he was clothed with a vesture dipped in blood: and his name is called The Word of God. 


And the armies which were in heaven followed him upon white horses, clothed in fine linen, white and clean. 


And out of his mouth goeth a sharp sword, that with it he should smite the nations: and he shall rule them with a rod of iron: and he treadeth the winepress of the fierceness and wrath of Almighty God. 


And he hath on his vesture and on his thigh a name written, KING OF KINGS, AND LORD OF LORDS.”

Then  to  verse 19,


“And I saw the beast, and the kings of the earth, and their armies, gathered together to make war against him that sat on the horse, and against his army.” 

Verse 19 here is telling us  exactly the same as chapter 17, the kings of the earth and the beast are making war with the Lamb. Chapter 17 uses slightly different words, it says that the 10 horns are 10 kings  that give their power and strength unto the beast, these make war with the Lamb, meaning the beast and the 10 kings make war with the Lamb.  These are the kings  of the earth as mentioned in chapter 19. The armies which were in heaven mentioned in verse 14 would be the glorified church,  now with their Lord.. It has been suggested  that in this illustration some of the  church  are still on this side of the  veil and some are on  the other. The context seems rather  to suggest that they are all on the other side of the veil. Let us read verses 7 and 8 of the same chapter  19


“Let us be glad and rejoice, and give honour to him: for the marriage of the Lamb is come, and his wife hath made herself ready. 

                      And to her was granted that she should be arrayed in fine linen clean and white:

                    For the fine linen is the righteousness of saints.”

The Complete church would have to be on the other side of the veil before the marriage takes  place. The book of Revelation does not always run in sequence but in this case it seems that it does, the Bride is granted to be arrayed in fine white linen. We are told that the white linen represents the righteousness of saints, the actual Greek text says: “the righteous acts or deeds of the saints”, the thought is that  they are privileged to be granted the right to be  wearing this  white  linen because of their righteous deeds, so it pictures their own righteousness, not the imputed righteousness of their Saviour which all the LORD’S people must have during their earthly sojourn. In this life our own righteousness  is as filthy rags as Isaiah 64:6 says. As we saw in Revelation 19:14 the armies which are with their Lord are also clothed in this fine white linen, this would show that they have now their own righteousness, no longer the imputed righteousness of their Saviour , this being the case, they must all  be on the other side of the veil.

Let us now go back to Daniel chapter 2, after our study of Revelation we see  how beautifully the two harmonise and fit together, now let us read  Daniel 2:34,35 

   
“Thou sawest till that a stone was cut out without hands, which smote the image upon his feet that were of iron and clay, and brake them to pieces. 


Then was the iron, the clay, the brass, the silver, and the gold, broken to pieces together, and became like the chaff of the summer threshing floors; and the wind carried them away, that no place was found for them: and the stone that smote the image became a great mountain, and filled the whole earth.”

Some have thought that the stone symbolised Christ, it would be more accurate to say that it represents the Kingdom because that is the way the  Scriptures present it. The Kingdom of course is composed of  Christ as the Head of the Kingdom and also His followers, the armies

which were in heaven. Let us now read Daniel 2:44-45,


“And in the days of these kings shall the God of heaven set up a kingdom, which shall never be destroyed: and the kingdom shall not be left to other people, but it shall break in pieces and consume all these kingdoms, and it shall stand for ever. 


Forasmuch as thou sawest that the stone was cut out of the mountain without hands, and that it brake in pieces the iron, the brass, the clay, the silver, and the gold; the great God hath made known to the king what shall come to pass hereafter: and the dream is certain, and the interpretation thereof sure.”

Verse 44 tells us that it is the Kingdom that brakes into pieces and destroyes all the other kingdoms. Then verse 45 says that as much as you  saw  the stone doing this breaking up of the kingdoms showing very clearly that the stone represents the Kingdom. The work of cutting the stone out of the mountain would have to be complete before the stone strikes the image. The work of destroying would be carried out by Christ and the completed Church               and  as we saw before in verse 35  the stone becomes a great mountain and fills the whole earth, this again  shows that the stone pictures the Kingdom. The stone that smites the image is the spiritual phase of the Kingdom, Christ and the glorified Church . Then the stone becomes a great mountain, that is a great Kingdom  and fills the whole earth. This is what the work of the Millennial Age will achieve, the whole earth will be converted and become one great Kingdom. It is only then that the prayer “Thy Kingdom come, Thy Will be done on earth as it is in Heaven” will have its complete fulfilment. All the willing of the human family will have been brought back into harmony with their CREATOR, the desire of every heart will be  only to do HIS Will.

Verse 44 tells us that it is in the days of these  kings that the GOD of Heaven will set up a Kingdom. Which kings are meant here? It is very plain from the context that is, reading the two previous verses that the kings are the ten kings  represented by the toes of the image. We see that in one sense these are a fifth  kingdom,  not however a fifth kingdom the same as the previous four, these were each separate and distinct kingdoms, Babylon, Medo-Persisa, Greece and Rome, whereas these ten toes of the image stem from the fourth kingdom of iron, that is Rome, they are also composed of iron but mixed with miry clay, these represent a revival of the Roman church-state system, but probably in a somewhat different form, a One-World-Government combined with a false ecclesiastical system, may be some kind of universal Church. It will last but a very  brief time, as we saw, they will not cleave together, just as iron and clay do not mix, so this revived kingdom will soon break up, it will last but one symbolic hour as Revelation 17:12-13 says,


“And the ten horns which thou sawest are ten kings, which have received no kingdom as yet; but receive power as kings one hour with the beast. 
These have one mind, and shall give their power and strength unto the beast.” 

The understanding that this  revived world government is of the previous Roman iron government, as shown in Revelations 17:10,11 




“And there are seven kings: five are fallen, and one is, and the other is not yet come; and when he cometh, he must continue a short space. 

And the beast that was, and is not, even he is the eighth, and is of the seven, and goeth into perdition.”

This revived government  is shown here as the eighth head, yet not a separate head but of the seven. The thought that this is a combined church-sate system is shown in Daniel 2:43 which we will read again

“And whereas thou sawest iron mixed with miry clay, they shall mingle themselves with the seed of men: but they shall not cleave one to another, even as iron is not mixed with clay.” 

Here we have the iron mixed with miry clay, the iron would represent the governmental side, the miry clay the ecclesiastical aspect, the verse says that they shall mingle themselves  with the seed of men. Those that mingle themselves with the seed  of men are those who look upon themselves as the seed of GOD. Many of these could be quite sincere, but misled by thinking that this New World Order Church-State government is GOD’S long-awaited New Order. Would this perhaps be the deception  or part of the deception  that our Lord spoke about  in Matt 24:24, a deception that will be so clever, that , if it were possible, it would deceive the very? Elect. Our Lord’s words imply that they will not be deceived. We do not have to be concerned about  GOD’S  true called-out ones being deceived, GOD knows those who are HIS and they will have HIS protection that they may not fall; therefore it is not possible for them to be deceived. Luke 21:36 says, 


“Watch ye therefore, and pray always, that ye may be accounted worthy to escape all      these things that shall come to pass, and to stand before the Son of man”. 

When does the stone strike the image? Some have suggested this happened in 1914. if we have correctly interpreted the Scriptures that cannot be so, it has to be still future, it has to take place during the reign of these 10 kings with the beast. It is the same event for shadowed in Revelations 17:14 and shown as occurring in Revelation chapter 19  just using different symbolism. In each of these cases we have the same parties involved, in the Daniel passage the stone that is the Kingdom victorious  over the 10 kings, they are carried away like chaff. In Revelation 17:14 again the same  parties, Christ with the called, chosen and faithful ones, in other words the Kingdom. These are victorious over the 10 kings and the  beast. Revelation chapter 19  is enlarging on Revelation 17:14, again the same parties, Christ and the armies that were in heaven, the called chosen and faithful ones of Revelation chapter 17:14 namely the Kingdom, these kings of the earth would be the ten kings as shown in Rev. 17:14, again victorious over the beast and the kings of the earth,  namely  the 10 kings, also victorious over the false prophet.

The stone cut out of the mountain without hands would mean without human power or intervention. This  would picture the selection of  the  Church  during  the  Gospel  age  being 

taken out of all the nations of the world, in other words cut out of the mountain.. Comparing Daniel 2:40 with Daniel 2:42 we can see clearly the distinction between the fourth kingdom of iron and the ten-toed kingdom of iron and clay, verse 40 says

“And the fourth kingdom shall be strong as iron: forasmuch as iron breaketh in pieces and subdueth all things: and as iron that breaketh all these, shall it break in pieces and bruise.” 

Whereas verse 42 speaking of the ten-toed kingdom says:” the kingdom shall be partly strong and partly brittle” marginal reading. The first phase of the Kingdom as strong as iron the second phase, the ten toed Kingdom partly strong and partly brittle, it is obvious that they are not speaking of the same time period, namely  papacies 1260 years of power as some have thought.  In verse 35 we saw that the iron, the  clay, the copper, the silver and the gold are all carried away like chaff, only those elements  that were in the  statue  are  mentioned here, but it would mean the  elimination of all the governmental systems of the earth plus the elimination of the false religious systems pictured by the miry clay. What does the number 10 signify, 10 signifies completeness. In Revelation 17:12  where the angel gives the explanation  of the 10 horns he says that these are 10 kings, so this suggests that there could be a literal number 10 We have heard it said that the New World Order will comprise of 10 economic zones, so it seems that both thoughts could be correct, 10 literal kings or rulers also complete rulership governing the whole world.  How can it be said that the gold, silver and copper will be eliminated? Did they not go out of  the existence long ago? No, only their  dominion was taken away. We see this by Daniel chapter  7 reading verses 11 and 12,   


“I beheld then because of the voice of the great words which the horn spake: I beheld even till the beast was slain, and his body destroyed, and given to the burning flame. 


As concerning the rest of the beasts, they had their dominion taken away: yet their lives were prolonged for a season and time.” 

Verse 11 is speaking of the fourth beast, the equivalent of the iron kingdom of the statue, the marginal reading of verse 12 says:” a prolonging of life was given them”. We note that there are only four beasts, not five, only four kingdoms; whereas the illustration of the statue seems to show five. There are only four because the iron and miry clay kingdom  is simply a revival of the fourth beast, (as we mentioned before) that is the  fourth iron kingdom of the image.(Papal Rome) We saw in Daniel  chapter 7:11,12 that it was only the first three beasts, that is the first three kingdoms that have their life prolonged after their dominion is taken away, they are still with us today some under different names. It is important that we understand this because it shows  that this fourth  beast is to be revived and receive a dominion again. Looking at it from our vantage point the fourth beast has already lost its dominion, in fact there is no fourth beast at present. We might think that its dominion was taken away in 1799, but Papacy is still alive, its life was not taken then, whereas the Scriptures show that in the case of the fourth beast  its dominion and its life end at the same time.  As it is still alive we must conclude that its dominion spoken of is a future dominion  which will be taken away at the same time as its life. If there was to be no revival of the fourth beast, then exactly the same thing would have happened to it as happened to the other beasts, its life would have been prolonged after it lost its dominion  But we see that is not to be  the case. When its dominion it taken, its life is not to be prolonged  like the other beasts, its dominion and its life end at   the same time, so in GOD’S sight  its dominion has not yet been taken away, you could say at the present time it has just been suspended, it is yet to be given a future dominion which will be taken away at the same time as its life as  shown in Revelation 19:20,

“And the beast was taken, and with him the false prophet that wrought miracles before him, with which he deceived them that had received the mark of the beast, and them that worshipped his image. These both were cast alive into a lake of fire burning with brimstone.” 

These are alive when they are cast into the lake of fire, meaning a sudden destruction while they are still operating. Let us now read Revelation 17:8, this is the angel’s explanation of the beast, 


“The beast that thou sawest was, and is not; and shall ascend out of the bottomless pit, and go into perdition: and they that dwell on the earth shall wonder, whose names were not written in the book of life from the foundation of the world, when they behold the beast that was, and is not, and yet is.”

Some translations say: “the beast that  was and is not, and yet is to come”, we would be in the “is not” period now. The  beast is symbolically in the bottomless pit from which it will shortly ascend for a brief period. The beast, the false prophet and the ten kings are on the scene right  up to the end of  this system of things, they  are  the prominent members of society during this final end-time period. The beast, a  world government revival of the fourth beast, the false prophet, a false religious system. We note it is the only religious system operating, so we would conclude that it portrays all the false  religious systems still in existence at that time, perhaps combined together or federated in some way, this would really be Satan’s organization, he would be acting the role of an angel of light.  Babylon is no longer on the scene, at that time, she has been destroyed, that is right at the final end of this Gospel Age; but for a short period before her final demise she will be raised up to prominence again. Rev. 18:7 reads  


“How much she hath glorified herself, and lived deliciously, so much torment and sorrow give her: for she saith in her heart, I sit a queen, and am no widow, and shall see no sorrow.” 

Some have suggested  that the statement: “I sit as a queen”  has reference to the time of her supremacy  during her 1260 year reign, this expression would be very appropriate at that time, this was the time when she reigned supreme in power, but the context in the surrounding verses show that this is speaking of a time still future, right on the very eve of her destruction, this is something she says in her heart, not proclaiming it publicly. She is just about to be totally destroyed,  but she still has this arrogant  attitude :”I sit a queen” firmly convinced that nothing will or can dethrone her,  also the words: “I am no widow”  are more appropriate to the future than the past. In the days of her power and glory no-one would be suggesting that she was a widow,  she was united with the kings of the earth, the civil powers were symbolically speaking her husband. (Back in Biblical times for a woman to have a husband it gave her status he was her protector) But the union came to an end, she lost her husband, she  became a widow, but now for a short time she will be raised up and openly united again with the civil powers, so she then has a husband again  therefore she can say: “I am no widow”. Therefore I have status, I have a protector. We find  a very interesting passage in  Isaiah 23:16,17  


“Take an harp, go about the city, thou harlot that hast been forgotten; make sweet melody, sing many songs, that thou mayest be remembered.


And it shall come to pass after the end of seventy years, that the LORD will visit Tyre, and she shall turn to her hire, and shall commit fornication with all the kingdoms of the world upon the face of the earth”. 

This is a prophecy which we can see is being fulfilled today. Is not  the present pope making “sweet melody?”   There has been a total change of tactics, underneath the harlot  is still arrogant  and proud at heart, but outwardly she is making sweet melody. The pope is presenting a policy of love, peace and reconciliation, a champion for the poor people, he has apologised  for the past sins of the church he has even apologised to the Jews for their  mistreatment, on one occasion he said that the sins were  committed by the sons and daughters of the church,  as the apostle Paul says: “Satan and his ministers transform themselves into angels of light”

Many are expecting a future persecution and martyrdom of the saints. There is not much in the Scriptures on this subject but the following  texts strongly suggests that this is to  happen to at least some of the LORD’S  people, lets us read. Revelation 6:9-11,


“And when he had opened the fifth seal, I saw under the altar the souls of them that were slain for the word of God, and for the testimony which they held: 


And they cried with a loud voice, saying, How long, O Lord, holy and true, dost thou not judge and avenge our blood on them that dwell on the earth? 
And white robes were given unto every one of them; and it was said unto them, that they should rest yet for a little season, until their fellow servants also and their brethren, that should be killed as they were, should be fulfilled.” 

This does not necessarily mean that all are to be persecuted and martyred, but some evidently are going to be. This would mainly apply to the  last members of the  Church. It has long been thought that these could be taken in the opening days of the great tribulation. It is not something we should be concerned about, we heard the comment made: “if it happens, it happens” We think of Paul’s words in Phil 4:11.


“Not that I speak in respect of want: for I have learned, in whatsoever state I am,    therewith to be content.”

 That should be our attitude, to be content in what ever situation we find our selves It may not happen to us, but we must be prepared to accept it, if it is required of us. The Scriptures do not say from what quarter this persecution will come. It has been suggested, from the revived papacy. At present indications are  pointing towards Islam,  the fundamentalist sector of Islam, the persecution and killing of Christians at there  hands has already taken place in some countries , but things can change, we must watch future world events.

Well friends, there is indeed a future  one-world-government coming, a New World Order that we can all be certain of,  under a righteous King, our Lord and Master Jesus Christ. To close, let us read Daniel 7:13,14 and verse 27


“I saw in the night visions, and, behold, one like the Son of man came with the clouds of heaven, and came to the Ancient of days, and they brought him near before him.


And there was given him dominion, and glory, and a kingdom, that all people, nations, and languages, should serve him: his dominion is an everlasting dominion, which shall not pass away, and his kingdom that which shall not be destroyed.” 

“And the kingdom and dominion, and the greatness of the kingdom under the whole heaven, shall be given to the people of the saints of the most High, whose kingdom is an everlasting kingdom, and all dominions shall serve and obey him”.

This is the Kingdom we are waiting for, this is the Kingdom that we have our eyes fixed on. 

“THY Kingdom come, THY Will be done on earth as it is in Heaven…”
