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MOUNT ZION ON THE SIDES OF THE NORTH
PART 1

                           MELBOURNE CONVENTION 2011
We have given thoughts before on Zion; the presentation today is not a repeat of what was previously presented. We want to look today at what we could term the overall big picture, and to bring out the important points. The term Zion in the Scriptures sometimes applies to the Spiritual Heavenly Zion, and on other occasions to the earthly Zion, often applying to the earthly phase of the Kingdom. We must determine which is meant by the context where possible. 
Many today do not accept the Scriptures as the Inspired Word of GOD. We have mentioned before, that one of the proofs that GOD is truly the Author of the Bible is the beautiful harmony that we find in the Scriptures. Very often we have the same truths repeated in many different books of the Bible, sometimes using different words or illustrations. You will find in our study today that this is especially the case in connection with Zion. One could say, it is like a thread that runs through the Bible in both, Old and New Testaments.
The theme text for our address is found in Psalms 48:1-2,
” Great is the LORD, and greatly to be praised in the city of our God, in the mountain of his holiness. 

      Beautiful for situation, the joy of the whole earth, in mount Zion, on the sides of the north, the city of the great King.” 
Some commentators apply this verse to the earthly Mount Zion. GOD’S Kingdom is a 2-phased Kingdom, a heavenly and an earthly phase. So it could also have an application to the earthly, but it would seem mainly to apply to the spiritual phase. It links in with Isa. 14:13, where Satan wanted to have his throne, again, on Mount Zion; also referred to as  being ‘on the sides of the north.’
Before looking into our theme text, we could ask the question: “why is Mount Zion said to be on the sides of the north?” Let us turn to Psalms 75:4-7,

      “I said unto the fools, Deal not foolishly: and to the wicked, Lift not up the horn: 

      Lift not up your horn on high: speak not with a stiff neck. 

      For promotion cometh neither from the east, nor from the west, nor from the south. 

     But God is the judge: he putteth down one, and setteth up another.” 

The commentator Albert Barnes gives a very nice comment on verse 6, of which we will read a portion as follows,

De Wette renders it as our translators have done. This interpretation - rendering it promotions - seems to be the true one, for in the two previous verses this was the prominent idea - a caution against attempting to “lift themselves up,” or to exalt themselves, and in this and the following verse a reason is given for this caution, to wit, that the whole question about success or prosperity depends not on anything here below; not on any natural advantages of situation, or on any human skill or power; but on God alone. It was in vain, in regard to such an object, to form human alliances, or to depend on natural advantages; and therefore people should not depend on these things, but only on God.
Yes everything comes from GOD, any small amount of talent or ability we have comes from HIM. If we were to keep this in mind at all times, it would surely prevent us from thinking too highly of ourselves.
The sixth verse is the one that is of special interest to us, it reads:
      For promotion cometh neither from the east, nor from the west, nor from the south. 

The meaning is very clear; promotion comes from the north, from GOD, Who is residing in Mount Zion, on the sides of the north. We would like to look at a portion from Reprint 5710
R5710: 
THE SOURCE OF TRUE PROMOTION
"Promotion cometh neither from the east, nor from the west, nor from the south; but God is the Judge. He putteth down one, and setteth up another."--Psalm 75:6,7 One watching the stars night after night, would observe that while each one has its own motion, yet all seem to revolve around

a fixed point which we call the North Star. This fixed star is apparently motionless, and

therefore is a point by which a man may gauge his course. As we all know, the magnetic

needle of the mariner's compass always points due north. From the clearer astronomical knowledge of our day, it has been ascertained that while the planets of our solar system revolve around our sun, yet there are vast numbers of other suns each having its own

retinue of planets, which with their satellites are revolving around it as a center. Furthermore, Science declares that there is a far mightier Center, around which these

countless millions of suns revolve, accompanied by their planets and satellites. This great Center seems to be associated with the Pleiades, particularly with Alcyone,

the central star of this renowned group. For this reason the suggestion has been made that the Pleiades may represent the Residence of JEHOVAH, the place from which

HE governs the Universe. This thought gives new force to the question which the ALMIGHTY asked the patriarch Job: "Canst thou bind the sweet influences of Pleiades,

or loose the bands of Orion? Canst thou bring forth the constellations of the Zodiac in their season?"--Job 38:31,32.
There seem to be fewer stars in the North than in

any other part of the heavens. Thus the North seems to have been given a very prominent position, the other points of the compass giving it homage, as it were. This

fact was observed by the ancients, as the Prophet Job declares--"He stretcheth out the North over the empty space, and hangeth the earth upon nothing." (Job 26:7.)

Throughout the Scriptures the North seems to be closely associated with JEHOVAH’S Government of the earth.
This gives meaning as to why Mount Zion is said to be on the sides of the north. 

Now quoting a small portion from Volume 3 “Thy Kingdom Come,” page 327-328;
.  

"There is a yet grander thought embodied in this wonderful structure. Of its five points there is one of special pre-eminence, in which all its sides and exterior lines terminate. It is the summit corner, which lifts its solemn index finger to the sun at midday, and by its distance from the base tells the mean distance to that sun from the earth. And if we go
back to the date which the Pyramid gives itself and look for what that finger pointed to at midnight, we find a far sublimer indication. Science has at last discovered that the sun is not a dead center, with planets wheeling about it, and itself stationary. It is now ascertained that the sun also is in motion, carrying with it its splendid retinue of comets, planets, its satellites and theirs, around some other and vastly mightier center. Astronomers are not yet fully agreed as to what or where that center is. Some, however, believe that they have found the direction of it to be the Pleiades, and particularly Alcyone, the central one of the renowned Pleiadic stars. To the distinguished German astronomer, Prof. J. H. Maedler, belongs the honor of having made this discovery. Alcyone, then, as far as science has been able to perceive, would seem to be 'the midnight throne' in which the whole system of gravitation has its central seat, and from which the ALMIGHTY governs HIS Universe. And here is the wonderful corresponding fact, that at the date of the Great Pyramid's building, at midnight of the autumnal equinox, and hence the true beginning of the year* as still preserved in the traditions of many nations, the Pleiades were distributed over the meridian of this Pyramid, with Alcyone (A Tauri) precisely on the line. Here, then, is a pointing of the highest and sublimest character that mere human science has ever been able so much as to hint, and which would seem to breathe an unsuspected and mighty meaning into that speech of GOD to Job, when HE demanded, 'Canst thou bind the sweet influences of Pleiades?'" 

Surely this could not have happened by mere chance. We are not told in so many words that Pleiades is the location of the Heavenly Mount Zion Kingdom and the Throne of our Almighty CREATOR, but all the evidence seems to strongly point to this.  
Now going back to Psalms 48:1-2, some commentators have asked the question: “how could Mount Zion be termed ‘the joy of the whole earth?’” They thought that the joy must apply only to the nation of Israel. We find a somewhat similar thought in the 87th Psalm which we will turn to, Ps. 87:1-7, 
 “His foundation is in the holy mountains. The LORD loveth the gates of Zion more than all the dwellings of Jacob. 

   Glorious things are spoken of thee, O city of God. Selah. 

  I will make mention of Rahab and Babylon to them that know me: behold Philistia, and Tyre, with Ethiopia; this man was born there. 

And of Zion it shall be said, This and that man was born in her: and the highest himself shall establish her. 

The LORD shall count, when he writeth up the people, that this man was born there. Selah. 

As well the singers as the players on instruments shall be there: all my springs are in thee.” 

We are told HIS foundation is the holy mountains. ‘Foundations’ this gives the thought of HIS base upon which everything is built; this would be a reference to the Heavenly Mount Zion on the sides of the north, the seat of GOD’S Government. Some translations render mountain in the singular, for example the Septuagint,  
“This house is resting on the holy mountain.” 

Strong’s Concordance supports the singular,
G3735 ,ὄρος , oros ,  or'-os
Probably a from an obsolete word ὄρω orō (to rise or “rear”; perhaps akin to G142; compare G3733); a mountain (as lifting itself above the plain): - hill, mount (-ain).e
The passage goes on to say, 

 “The LORD loveth the gates of Zion more than all the dwellings of Jacob.”
Here we have the two Israel, the term  Zion referring to Spiritual Israel and Jacob to fleshly Israel. GOD of course loves fleshly Israel also, but HIS spiritual family takes first place in HIS affections.   
 The passage closes by saying “all my springs are in thee.” 

Strong’s Concordance gives the meaning of springs as follows,
H4599
מעינה    מעינו    מעין
ma‛yân  ma‛yenô  ma‛yânâh
mah-yawn', mah-yen-o', mah-yaw-naw'
From H5869 (as a denominative in the sense of a spring); a fountain (also collectively), figuratively a source (of satisfaction): - fountain, spring, well.

This is Spiritual Zion that is spoken of, GOD’S Heavenly Kingdom. It says ‘springs’ plural,   this suggests a number of springs, or fountains of water. This gives a very lovely picture from which many different thoughts could be drawn. Strong’s Concordance suggests “satisfaction.” When we are thinking about all the blessings that we have received at the Hands of our Gracious Heavenly FATHER, and the greater blessings yet to come, when we are born in Zion, and become a part of the Mount Zion Kingdom, this should indeed give us satisfaction. Are not all our hopes, ambitions and desires centered there? It will be our source of satisfaction for all eternity.
We think of the term ‘wells of salvation’ mentioned elsewhere, in Isaiah 12: (2)3. We must receive salvation before anything else; nothing else would be worthwhile without salvation. This really comes from the LORD JEHOVAH through our Saviour Jesus Christ. He is the only One possessing the water of life. We remember His conversation with the Samaritan woman at the well, as recorded in John 4:10-14, 
     “Jesus answered and said to her, If you knew the gift of God, and who it is that says to you, Give Me to drink, you would have asked of Him, and He would have given you living water. 

      The woman said to Him, Sir, you have no vessel, and the well is deep. From where then do you have that living water? 

      Are you greater than our father Jacob, who gave us the well, and drank of it himself, and his children and his cattle? 

      Jesus answered and said to her, Whoever drinks of this water shall thirst again, 

      but whoever drinks of the water that I shall give him shall never thirst, but the water that I shall give him shall be in him a well of water springing up into everlasting life. 

Going back to Psalm 87, verse 3 says: “Glorious things are spoken of thee, O city of God. Selah.”
We would ask the questions: “as a general rule, are glorious things spoken of the City of GOD?” and “is it really the joy of the whole earth at present time?” (As we read in Psalm 48:2) The term ‘whole earth’ would have to include all the nations of the world. We would understand both these passages are looking forward down the stream of time to that glorious Day that is shortly to come, when GOD will wipe away tears from all eyes and sorrow and sighing will flee away. It is only then, that the Mount Zion Kingdom will be the joy of the whole earth. It is only then, that glorious things will be spoken of her. 
Let us just think about what these passages are saying, they give us a wonderful insight, showing us how conditions will be during the Kingdom Age. Also the attitude of the inhabitants in general, (there would be some exceptions) but for the great bulk of the population the Kingdom administration will be a great joy, as the scripture says, “the joy of the whole earth,” so much so, that they are going to speak glorious things of the Mount Zion Kingdom. Truly, it will fulfill the desires of all nations, as stated in Haggai 2:7, 
 “And I will shake all the nations; and the desire of all nations shall come; and I will fill this house with glory, says Jehovah of Hosts.”

As we saw, the 87th Psalm speaks of those born in Zion. As we know, ‘born’ is a term or expression meaning ‘resurrection.’ Babylon and the various other cities mentioned in this Psalm were the important places of that day. Some took pride in being born in one of these great cities. But this means nothing, compared to being born in Zion. The main aim and goal of our present life should be, to prepare ourselves, so that we might be accounted worthy to be born in Zion in the First Resurrection when our earthy pilgrimage is over; that is, to awake on Resurrection morning and find that we have been born a member of GOD’S Mount Zion Family.
The Septuagint renders Psalm 87:5,
 “A  man shall say, Sion is my mother; and such a man was born in her; and the Highest himself has founded her.” 

We could say at the present time that each of us has been begotten in Zion; but the Psalm would to be speaking of the future time when we are actually born in Zion. That is the time we are looking forward to. That time is shown in Isaiah 66:7-9,

“Before she travailed, she brought forth; before her pain came, she was delivered of a man child.                                                                   Who hath heard such a thing? who hath seen such things? Shall the earth be made to bring forth in one day? or shall a nation be born at once? for as soon as Zion travailed, she brought forth her children. 

Shall I bring to the birth, and not cause to bring forth? saith the LORD: shall I cause to bring forth, and shut the womb? saith thy God.
This is a very interesting passage which is using highly symbolic language, the Man child that is to be brought forth, we would understand to be Christ’s Body-members, which will then be joined to their Head, who was born nearly 2000 years earlier, making up the complete Man Child. This takes place before nominal Zion travails, in other words, before the Great Tribulation that is to close this age comes. This is in harmony with the general testimony on the subject, that the Little Flock will be complete before the Sabbath day Tribulation comes. Let us look at Luke 21:34-36, 
     “And take heed to yourselves, lest at any time your hearts be overcharged with surfeiting, and drunkenness, and cares of this life, and so that day come upon you unawares. 

      For as a snare shall it come on all them that dwell on the face of the whole earth. 

     Watch ye therefore, and pray always, that ye may be accounted worthy to escape all these things that shall come to pass, and to stand before the Son of man “

This Great Time of Trouble is to take the whole world by surprise, it is only those that are worthy that will escape it, and that is the 144,000. These will escape it by receiving their change into the likeness like their Lord; these will be born before Zion travails. 
So Mount Zion on the sides of the north is therefore of special interest to us, because if faithful and found worthy, this will be our future home, where we will live for all eternity with our Loving Heavenly FATHER and our gracious Saviour. This earth is not our final home, ours is a Heavenly Calling as we see by Phil 3:20,

But we are citizens of heaven and are eagerly waiting for our Savior to come from there. Our Lord Jesus Christ

We mentioned before Isaiah 14:13, let us now look at verses 12-14,

    “How art thou fallen from heaven, O Lucifer, son of the morning! how art thou cut down to the ground, which didst weaken the nations! 

     For thou hast said in thine heart, I will ascend into heaven, I will exalt my throne above the stars of God: I will sit also upon the mount of the congregation, in the sides of the north: 

     I will ascend above the heights of the clouds; I will be like the most High. 
“And thou saidst in thy heart, I will ascend into heaven, I will exalt my throne above the stars of God; and I will sit upon the mount of congregation, in the uttermost parts of the north;

This translation says: “uttermost parts of the north” instead of “sides of the north”.
The Holy Scriptures tell us that Satan was initially created perfect. We are given an outstanding example here of what happens when pride enters in. We are also given the contrast between Satan and our Saviour. Originally both held special positions; Satan is referred to as an anointing cherub in Ezekiel 28:14. One Son became proud and desired even to be equal with GOD, the other Son remained meek and lowly of heart, as we see by Mat 11:28-29,
“Come unto me, all ye that labour and are heavy laden, and I will give you rest. 

Take my yoke upon you, and learn of me; for I am meek and lowly in heart: and ye shall find rest unto your souls. 

 For my yoke is easy, and my burden is light”. 

Our Lord never sought His own will, but delighted to do His FATHER’S Will as we read in Psalm 40:8 and Proverbs 8:30.
 Let us look at Phil 2:6,
 “ who, existing in the form of God, counted not the being on an     equality with God a thing to be grasped,”

“who, though being in God’s Form, yet did not meditate a Usurpation to BE like God,”

This verse seems perhaps to be making the contrast between Satan and Jesus. Our Lord sought not by robbery to be equal with GOD. Is this not exactly what Satan sought? He wanted to be equal with GOD. Our Lord stated very plainly that the FATHER was greater than He, as we read in
John 14:28,  
     “Ye have heard how I said unto you, I go away, and come again unto you. If ye loved me, ye would rejoice, because I said, I go unto the Father: for my Father is greater than I.” 

This is shown again in 1Cor. 15:2,8,
     “And when all things shall be subdued unto him, then shall the Son also himself be subject unto him that put all things under him, that God may be all in all.” 

In these verses we have a complete contradiction to the doctrine of the Trinity, which says that the Father, Son and Holy Spirit are 3 beings which are equal. How unscriptural!
Our Master speaks of His FATHER’S House in the well-known passage in John 14:1-3,
“Let not your heart be troubled: ye believe in God, believe also in me. 

      In my Father's house are many mansions: if it were not so, I would have told you. I go to prepare a place for you. 

       And if I go and prepare a place for you, I will come again, and receive you unto myself; that where I am, there ye may be also.” 
 Following are the thoughts of a commentator,
There are mansions there; that is, First, Distinct dwellings, an apartment for each. Perhaps there is an allusion to the priests' chambers that were about the temple. In heaven there are accommodations for particular saints; though all shall be swallowed up in God, yet our individuality shall not be lost there; every Israelite had his lot in Canaan, and every elder a seat, Rev_4:4. Secondly, Durable dwellings. Monai, from mneiō, maneo, abiding places. The house itself is lasting; our estate in it is not for a term of years, but a perpetuity.    
                                                                                             From another commentator,
The word means here abodes.

Godet remarks: “The image is derived from those vast oriental palaces, in which there is an abode not only for the sovereign and the heir to the throne, but also for all the sons of the king, however numerous they may be.”

Young’s Concordance gives the meaning of the word as both ‘mansions’ and ‘abodes’.
It has been suggested that GOD’S House includes the whole universe. This would be true. Everything is HIS; but in this particular case it seems that our Lord Jesus is limiting it to GOD’S Heavenly House in Mount Zion. The context suggests this. He says that in His FATHER’S House there are many abodes. Then He adds: “if it were not so, I would have told you.” Is He not saying, ‘if there was not plenty of room for you to live there with Me in My FATHER’S House, I would have let you know?’ He is going to heaven to prepare a place for His disciples. He is not speaking of anywhere else in the universe. Our Master confirms that our hope is a Heavenly hope in John 13:36, 
 “Simon Peter said unto him, Lord, whither goest thou? Jesus answered him, Whither I go, thou canst not follow me now; but thou shalt follow me afterwards”. 
Jesus was returning to His FATHER and He said that His disciples would follow Him afterwards. He did not discourage them by telling them that it would be 2000 years afterwards. Some groups or churches see only an earthly hope. Our Lord’s words to the disciples here make the position very clear; also many other scriptures e.g. our Lord’s beautiful prayer for His followers, found in John 17:24 
     “Father, I will that they also, whom thou hast given me, be with me where I am; that they may behold my glory, which thou hast given me: for thou lovedst me before the foundation of the world.” 

Our Heavenly FATHER during the Gospel Age has been developing a family on HIS own plane of existence, Divine Immortal beings, to live with HIM and HIS First-born Son Jesus Christ in the place that our Master is preparing for us in their Heavenly Mount Zion home, but if we are to be granted this great privilege of entering into their home, conditions apply.
One of the conditions of entry is that we completely shun the character of GOD’S fallen son and become a true copy of GOD’S righteous Son, our blessed Saviour. Our Heavenly FATHER hates pride in any form. We must search our hearts and eliminate any vesture of pride that we may find there. Another condition is that unlike father Adam, it is needful to develop obedience to our Heavenly FATHER’S Word.
 Now let us turn to Hebrews 12:22-24,

“But ye are come unto mount Sion, and unto the city of the living God, the heavenly Jerusalem, and to an innumerable company of angels, 

To the general assembly and church of the firstborn, which are written in heaven, and to God the Judge of all, and to the spirits of just men made perfect, 

And to Jesus the mediator of the new covenant, and to the blood of sprinkling, that speaketh better things than that of Abel.”
Here we have exactly the same theme of Mount Zion in the New Testament continued on from the Old. The question is: ‘have we come to Mount Zion now, or is that in the future?’ We all know the answer. The scene before us is a heavenly one, so in the reality we do not come to Mount Zion until we awake on Resurrection morn in the Heavenly glory. But the passage before us could have more the thought of the present time.  We see by the previous verses that a contrast is being made between Mount Sinai which is mentioned in Exodus chapter 19 and Mount Zion. At Mount Sinai the LORD came down in the sight of all the people and there was thunder, lightening and smoke, all the people trembled and feared. So this is really saying, ‘you have not come to Mount Sinai, you have not come to that, you have come to Mount Zion.’ So, in one sense we have come to Mount Zion now, we have been translated into the Kingdom of GOD’S dear Son, which is the Mount Zion Kingdom, as we see by Col 1:13, 

 “Who hath delivered us from the power of darkness, and hath translated us into the kingdom of his dear Son”

 We are looked upon as being in heavenly places now, as we are shown in Eph 2:6, 

“ And hath raised us up together, and made us  sit together in heavenly places  in Christ Jesus:” 
Just as both the Lord Jesus and John the Baptist said: “the Kingdom of heaven is at hand.” All throughout the Gospel Age the members of the Called-out Church have been translated into the Mount Zion Kingdom, the Kingdom in the flesh, in its developmental stage.

The 1912 Weymouth New Testament renders Heb. 12:22;
“On the contrary you have come to Mount Zion, and to the city of the ever-living God, the heavenly Jerusalem, to countless hosts of angels,”      

So we see, Weymouth supports the thought of a contrast with Mount Sinai, it says “on the contrary” that is, contrary to mount Sinai which was spoken of in the previous verses, you have not come to that, you have come to Mount Zion.  
The word ‘come’ is correctly translated, but it also has the meaning of ‘approached’. Looking at the reality, we are still only approaching the Kingdom. 

Let us look at some other translations of Hebrews 12:22,

“But you have approached to Zion, a Mountain and City of the living God – the heavenly Jerusalem:
 and to Myriads  of Angels, -”

Phillips Modern English gives it a nice rendering:

“No, you have been allowed to approach the true Mount Zion, the city of the living GOD, the heavenly Jerusalem.”

We have what you might term ‘the consummation’ of GOD’S new Family in Rev 14:1, 

 “And I looked, and, lo, a Lamb stood on the mount Sion, and with him an hundred forty and four thousand, having his Father's name written in their foreheads.”

The Little Flock, the 144 000 are now complete in glory in the Mount Zion Kingdom with their Head, described as the Lamb. The sealing work of chapter 7 is now complete. We note that these are standing on Mount Zion; this gives the thought that they are now assuming authority, that the Kingdom Reign is now commencing, the same as in Daniel 12:1 where Michael (that is Christ) stands up. We note in the book of Daniel that when a king commences to reign, it is said that he ‘stands up’.

So the Gospel Age calling is finished, it is time for the next great work in GOD’S Divine Plan, and that is, blessing all the families of the earth during the times of Restitution. Now for some closing thoughts:
When we look up into the starry sky at night, and behold those millions of pin points of light, some are planets and some are stars, is it not amazing to think, that one of these distant twinkling lights could be our future home, and  very shortly too? That is the hope that our Heavenly FATHER has implanted in our heart. It is up to each of us to make that hope a reality. Several of us have traveled down from Queensland, a distance of almost 2000 km. We think that is quite a long journey, our brethren from the USA have traveled much further, several thousand kms, these distances are mere nothing, compared to the journey that we hope take, this journey  would not be thousands of kms; but probably thousands of light years. Some time back a brother gave an address entitled “Longing For Home”. Are each of us truly longing for home, our eternal home? We hope so. Our Heavenly FATHER does not respond to luke warmness. The title of an old song was ”that’s my desire”. The fervent desire of each of us should be to live in our Mount Zion home with our loving Heavenly FATHER, the ONE who has begotten us, and with our Saviour, HIS Firstborn Son, so that we can say from the heart, “that’s my desire”. 
This will be the greatest adventure that we have ever experienced, it is quite impossible for us to even conceive what it will be like to live in the spirit realm and be a spirit being. As the Apostle John said, in 1 John 3:1-3,

     “Behold, what manner of love the Father hath bestowed upon us, that we should be called the sons of God: therefore the world knoweth us not, because it knew him not. 

      Beloved, now are we the sons of God, and it doth not yet appear what we shall be: but we know that, when he shall appear, we shall be like him; for we shall see him as he is. 

     And every man that hath this hope in him purifieth himself,            even a she is pure.” 

The Modern King James says, 

 “Beloved, now we are children of God, and it has not yet been revealed what we shall be. But we know that when He shall be revealed, we shall be like Him, for we shall see Him as He is.”
Hymn 240A gives a very similar thought, just reading a few lines, 

FACE to face with Christ my Saviour,

Face to face, what will it be?
When with rapture I behold Him,

Jesus Christ who died for me.

Chorus--

Face to face I shall behold Him,

Far beyond the starry sky;

Face to face in all His glory,

I shall see Him by and by!

Only faintly now I see Him,

With the darkening veil between,

But a blessed day is coming,

When His glory shall be seen.

What rejoicing in His presence,

When are banished grief and pain;

When the crooked ways are straightened,

And the dark things shall be plain.
